I realised I must 
have a problem when I found myself chopping bits of Silk Garden Sock yarn apart and joining them 
in different colour sequences. I thoroughly recommend the aforementioned yarn by the way as I 
only used 260grams to make a full length cardigan with a small cable and bobbles! The new Catwalk 
collection designed by Jenny Watson must be the best ever.

We’ve finally got our Little Luxury Knits unit and are now filling it with little 
luxuries such as the Alchemy yarns, Knitwitches and Artists Palette lace 
yarns.
